Naval Reserve Officer Training Corp History

The Naval Reserve Officers Training Corps (NROT
program was established by an Act of Congress on Ma
4, 1925. Until that time, virtually all Navy Offic

were commissioned through the United States Naval

Academy in Annapolis, MD.

World War Il greatly increased the Navy's
requirement for officers, which even the growing NR
program could not meet. While not formally associa
with the NROTC Unit, a wartime program called V-12
created at various universities in an attempt to me
the demand for officers. By the end of the war the
were over four hundred V-12 students on campus. Wh
the V-12 initiative ended on June 30, 1946 about ha
these students transferred into the NROTC program.

In August 1946, President Truman authorized the
peacetime continuation of NROTC by signing Public L
729 (Holloway Plan). The program was designed to
commission regular officers and supplement the numb
officers produced at the Naval Academy. This new |
also established the option for participants to
receive regular commissions in the Marine Corps and
eventually resulted in one Marine officer being ass
to each NROTC Unit as full time instructor. A Navy
Captain or a Marine Corps Colonel, who is assisted
small staff of instructors and administrative perso
typically commands NROTC Units.

Rice University NROTC History

Established in 1941, the Rice NROTC Unit was
incorporated into the Navy V-12 Officer Candidate
Program on 1 July 1943. The first graduating class
numbering 80 Midshipmen, was commissioned on 26
February 1944. When the V-12 Program was discontin
in July 1946, the unit at Rice once again became an
NROTC Unit.

In the fall of 1973, the decision was made to
accept women into the NROTC Program, and the Rice U
was one of the groundbreakers, with its first femal
Midshipman enrolled. To date the Rice NROTC Progra
has graduated over 430 Navy and Marine Corps office

Rice men and women have served successfully in
wide variety of duties; including aviation, surface
ships and submarines, and in Marine Corps aviation
ground forces. Ashore they have served in numerous
activities, particularly the National Security Agen
the Office of Naval Reactors, and the faculty of th
Naval Postgraduate School. The Rice NROTC Unit is
comprised of Rice University, University of Houston
Houston Baptist University, and Texas Southern
University. A small, but elite unit, Rice NROTC, |
its host institution, enjoys an excellent reputatio
particularly for the high percentage of nuclear pow
candidates that graduate each year.
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Prairie View A&M University NROTC History

In the summer of 1967, the office of the
Secretary of the Navy formulated plans and initiate
correspondence for the establishment of an NROTC Un
at a historically black college (HBC). Dr. Alvin |
Thomas, President of Prairie View A&M University,
submitted an application requesting that the NROTC
Program be established at Prairie View. On 15
December 1967, the Secretary of Defense announced
that the Navy had selected Prairie View A&M
University, an OPNAV Notice 5450 dated 12 March 196
was the official document which established the NRO
Program at Prairie View. Captain Francis X. Brady,
USN, reported on 14 April 1968 as the first C
ommanding Officer and Professor of Naval Science.
The first group of thirteen Navy and Marine Corps
Officers was commissioned on 17 May 1970. The
command has permanent instructors, staff, office
space, and training facilities for the training of
its Midshipman Company. The Prairie View/Greater
Houston Area and the United States Navy have long
shared a common heritage, the sea. This proud and
historic association is now providing another
valuable service to the local community and the
nation. With the opening of this unit, college
students no longer have to leave the Prairie View/
Greater Houston Area for Navy and Marine Corps
Officer training. Prairie View, a small elite unit
enjoys an excellent reputation throughout the Navy,
having produced 2 Admirals in its relatively short
(37 yr) existence.
