The theme of Mgmt 786 is doing business in Chile and Brazil—financial, marketing, legal, and cultural considerations. 

Your estimated out-of-pocket cost is provided in a spreadsheet that was posted to the Mgmt 786 course blog.  Please review that spreadsheet for detailed cost information. In general, you should plan for out-of-pocket costs of around $3,675 to $4,175 depending upon whether you choose single or double occupancy, whether you fly as part of a group assuming 10 or more students choose that option, and, of course, your discretionary spending.
