Dear Will:

Thank you for your interest in retaining Constantine│Cannon, LLP (“C│C”) to assist CBI. Per our discussion last week, the scope of the representation will be limited to assisting CBI in the Webcasting III proceeding, Docket No. 2009-1, before the Copyright Royalty Board, the RM-2008-7 proceeding before the same Board, and in College Broadcasters, Inc. v. Copyright Royalty Board, Case No. 09-1276 before the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit.  I confirm that we have performed a check for conflicts, and that consistent with the Rules of Professional Responsibility we are able to take on this engagement.  This letter sets forth the terms and conditions under which C│C will agree to represent CBI, and supersedes our previous agreement of July 31, 2006.
C | C will forego its normal hourly rates for this representation. However, you agree to pay us promptly after presentation of our bill for expenses incurred, including but not limited to electronic research, copying or printing by outside vendors, and any filing fees.  We agree to notify you by telephone or e-mail and seek your approval before incurring any expense that we reasonably expect to exceed $200.
 As you know, Constantine | Cannon represents other entities and companies that may have overlapping business interests with CBI, such as other entities that perform sound recordings pursuant to license agreements with copyright owners or pursuant to a statutory license, broadcast entities, and companies that manufacture and sell devices, applications and services relating to audio and audiovisual content.  Therefore, as part of our agreement, CBI agrees to waive any claim of conflict of interest with respect to our representation of such companies to the extent that such a waiver would be consistent with the Code of Professional Responsibility of the legal profession.
You have the right to discharge us as your counsel in connection with this matter at any time, but such discharge shall not affect our right to be paid all our previously incurred but unpaid expenses in accordance with this letter agreement.  We have the right, if in our sole judgment we believe such action to be necessary or appropriate, to resign as counsel, cease all ongoing work and decline to undertake any new work for you, subject to our legal and ethical obligations.

The attorney-client relationship is one of mutual trust and confidence.  If you have any questions at all concerning the provisions of this Agreement, I invite your inquiries.  If you agree that the foregoing accurately reflects our understanding, please sign two copies of this letter, return one copy to us, and keep one for your records.
